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Uvod a cil: Terminologie v problematice uzivani lé¢iv je ve svétové literatufe ¢asto chybné ¢i nejednotné pouzivana
a dochazi k rGznym zaménam mezi jednotlivymi terminy. Cilem prace bylo zmapovat ceskou literaturu a zjistit, zda cesti
autofi terminologii tykajici se uzivani l1éc¢iv pouzivaji a jestli jsou pfi definovani téchto pojmu jednotni.

Metodika: Na zdkladé metodického pokynu pro preklad tzv. ABC taxonomie od mezinarodni spole¢nosti International
Society for Medication Adherence (ESPACOMP) byla vypracovana reserde Cesky psané literatury publikované do 22. z3-
Fi 2021 v databézich ProLékare.cz, BMC, PubMed a nakladatelstvi Solen. Pro vyhledavéni byly pouzity morfologické varianty
klicovych slov: compliance, adherence, iniciace, implementace, diskontinuace, perzistence, konkordance.

Vysledky: Celkem bylo identifikovdno 125 ¢eskych praci publikovanych v letech 1998 az 2021. Z nich 79 publikaci defi-
novalo konkrétni pojmy. Mezi tyto pattily adherence, perzistence, compliance, konkordance, pficemz ve 14 publikacich
dochéazelo k vzdjemné zaméné vyrazl pro compliance a adherenci. Nej¢astéji se jednalo o publikace zamérené na Iécbu
konkrétnich onemocnéni. Pouze pét zdrojl se vénovalo problematice uzivani IéCiv jako celku bez vztahu ke konkrétni
nozologické jednotce.

Zavér: Nejednotnost pouzivani termint tykajicich se problematiky adherence k 1é¢bé se ukazala jako velmi Casty jev ¢eské
literatury. Je proto nezbytné ustanoveni konsenzu této terminologie za Uc¢elem sjednoceni ¢eské literatury.
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Review of Czech literature focused on terminology of medication adherence

Background: Medication taking terminology is often used incorrectly or inconsistently in the world literature and the
meaning of the terms is interchanged. The aim of the work was to map the Czech literature and find out whether Czech
authors use terminology related to medication adherence and whether they are consistent in defining it.

Methods: Based on the methodological instructions for the translation of the so-called ABC Taxonomy introduced by In-
ternational Society for Medication Adherence (ESPACOMP), a search of Czech literature published until September 22nd,
2021 in the databases ProLékafe.cz, BMC, PubMed, and Solen was prepared. Morphological variants of keywords were used
for the search: compliance, adherence, initiation, implementation, discontinuation, persistence, concordance.

Results: A total of 125 Czech publications from 1998 to 2021 were identified, of which 79 defined specific terms. These
included: adherence, persistence, compliance, concordance; the terms for compliance and adherence were interchanged
in 14 publications. Publications focused on the treatment of specific diseases were the most common. Only five sources
dealt with the issue of medication adherence as a theme without relation to a specific nosological unit.

Conclusion: Inconsistency in the use of terms related to medication adherence has proven to be a very common phe-
nomenon in the Czech literature. It is, therefore, necessary to establish a consensus on this terminology in order to unify
Czech literature.
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
